 g.  Series (wattage/amperage) overloading.  Location: 











 h.  Power cords extending through walls, under doors or floor coverings, ceilings, OR are subject to environmental or physical damage.

Housekeeping



 a.  Vegetation and combustible debris to close to occupancy, other structures AND/OR LP gas tanks.



 b.  Excessive trash/rubbish accumulation inside occupancy AND inadequate removal.



 c.  Excessive dust accumulation on floors and other surfaces.



 d.  Hood system (stove, fryers, grills, etc.) filters, fusible links, and ducting with heavy grease and dust accumulation. 



 e.  Excessive use of decorative materials affixed and/or hanging on walls and ceilings.

Storage



 a.  Combustibles stored in boiler, furnace, electrical and other mechanical rooms, AND/OR under stairways.



 b.  Combustibles stored to close to heat producing appliances.  Location:
